Torrance's immense contribution to the
theology-science interaction could lead us to
assume his work is of little relevance to the
arts. Certainly, references to the arts are few
and far between in his writings. However,
Begbie will argue that his Christological and
trinitarian integration of creation and new
creation is of immense significance for the
current dialogue between theology and the
arts, opening up a much-needed way
between an undisciplined aestheticism on
the one hand, and a knee-jerk iconoclasm on
the other.
