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CAP AND GOWN (REGALIA) PICKUP

Regalia should be picked up from the Registrar’s Office between April 29 and May 10 (we will notify you when regalia is
officially ready to be picked up). Our office hours are Monday—Friday from 8:30 am to 4:30 pm MST. If you are unable to
come to campus during this time period, please contact the Registrar’s Office (registrar@denverseminary.edu) to make
other arrangements. You are responsible for bringing your own cap and gown to commencement and the gown should
be pressed before you arrive. Men should wear collared shirts, suit slacks and dress shoes. Women should wear short-
sleeved clothing. Coat racks will be available in the robing room for those who need to hang up suit jackets or coats. Se-
curity staff will be present in the robing room for the duration of the ceremony to ensure the security of your personal
belongings. After commencement, all graduates must return their gown, hood and cap to the staff in the robing room
before leaving the church. You may keep the souvenir tassel. DMin graduates, please note that even though you will be
hooded during the ceremony, it is a rented hood and must be returned at the same time as the gown.
