Nova Church is a gospel-centered community being planted in the Capitol Hill
neighborhood of Denver through a partnership of ECO: A Covenant Order of Evangelical
Presbyterians and Corona Presbyterian Church. Our core conviction is that Jesus is
making all things new, and our vision is to see signs of Christ’s renewal in central
Denver and beyond. Nova Church has a weekly worship gathering on Sunday nights at
5pm.

The purpose of Nova’s residency program is to invest in the development of future
Christian leaders in Denver and beyond. We do this in three ways: 1) one-on-one
mentoring and coaching, 2) creating missional leadership opportunities within Nova
Church and our neighborhood, and 3) covering a portion of seminary tuition costs
(53,000 per semester).

By Definition the Residency Program is an Internship and contains the following:

1. Similar ministry training as that available in and through schooling for future clergy;
2. This training is for the benefit of the trainee;
3. Resident is not a replacement for a regular employee, but works under close observation;
4. This program is considered to be of greater value to the trainee than to the employer;
5. Trainees are not necessarily entitled to a job at the completion of the program;

6. Employer and trainee understand that trainees are not entitled to wages for the time spent in training.
